AGENDA ITEM: SAFE SLEEP EVENT AT PDPHE — ALICIA SOLIS

Discussion:
e PDPHE Child Fatality Team members hosted a Safe Sleep Event at the Health Department on August 17,
2018, on Sudden Unexpected Infant Death Prevention Training.
= 70 providers from various agencies were in attendance.
e No medical providers were in attendance only other providers.
0 Why was this the case?
= Half-day on Friday may have been too long to take off from their
practice.
= Dr. Halbower from Children’s Hospital was a speaker for the first part of the training on
infant safe sleep.

e She spoke on how body temperature and sleep plays a large part in children’s
sleep patterns.

e If the room is too warm or the baby is too warm, the baby can go into a deep sleep
and not wake up.

= Dr. Crane was the speaker for the second half of the meeting and provided Motivational
Interviewing training.

e She worked with providers and had them practice how to use tools and start the
conversations needed to initiate change.

e Lynn thought that the Motivational Interviewing was really good. Participants
learned how to talk to families about safe sleep without preaching.

= Qutcomes from Event

e Avideo recording of the safe sleep training will be available on the PDPHE website
under Child Fatality.

e WIC didn’t want to over-promote safe sleep for fear that moms would stop
breastfeeding because they like to breastfeed in bed and that was not considered
safe. However, thanks to the training, WIC realized that breastfeeding in bed was
still possible if the safe sleep guidelines and tips were followed. They will be
including these tips as part of their breastfeeding texting program.

e The feedback received was positive and participants felt the training was good.

e Participants would like more training. Additional training would depend on
available funding.

0 Dr. Simerville - Action plans are needed and should be written for 6™ or 7" grade level for easy
understanding.
0 Lynn says we do have several handouts available and some with pictures.
