Consumer Advisory

Food service establishments must have a consumer advisory to inform consumers of the significantly increased
risk of foodborne illness from consuming raw or undercooked foods. These foods include:

* hamburgers  *fish * pork * milk (raw or unpasteurized)
* eggs * lamb * poultry * shellfish

The advisory discloses to the consumer the risk associated with consuming these foods. The advisory must be
i the form of a DISCLOSURE and a REMINDER.

Consumer Advisory Compliance

Q. How do I know if I need a consumer advisory?

A. Your establishment must have a consumer advisory if you ever serve any of the following foods in an
undercooked form:

* hamburgers = fish

* pork
* cggs * lamb

* milk (raw or unpasteurized)
= poultry
