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Fentanyl is a highly toxic synthetic opioid used to treat severe pain. The risk of accidental overdose
from Fentanyl is higher than risk of overdose from other highly toxic substances (e.g. Heroin or

morphine). Although Fentanyl is often prescribed by a physician, it can also be produced and sold
illegally. Illicit Fentanyl is often mixed with other drugs [1].
